start there, we're more likely to succeed. If we don't,

we risk being ineffective or even making matters worse.

The Strategic Prevention Framework (SPF) is a process
to understand and address substance misuse and
related problems in our communities.'

The Five Stages & Two Principles of SPF

Assessment - identify local prevention needs based on data.

Capacity - build local resources and readiness to address prevention needs.
Planning - find out what works to address prevention needs and how to do it well.
Implementation - deliver evidence-based programs and practices as intended.
Evaluation - examine the process and outcomes of programs and practices.?

Combined, these five stages represent a cycle. After evaluating the effects of your
efforts, you’ll go back to assessing for your next initiative. In addition to the five
stages, there are two principles that must be reflected throughout the entire process:

Cultural competence - the ability to understand and interact effectively with people
who have different values, lifestyles, and traditions based on their unique history.

Sustainability - the process of building an adaptive and effective system that achieves
and maintains desired long-term results.?

How to Use SPF

SPF is a robust process that can be
used even outside of prevention
work. In applying SPF, it’'s best to ask
seven questions, one for each of the
stages and principles:

What is the problem?
(Assessment)

What do we have to work with?
(Capacity)

What should we do and how should we do it? (Planning)

How can we implement this plan? (Implementation)

Is our plan succeeding? (Evaluation)

How can we interact with the people in our community? (Cultural competence)

How can we ensure long-term results? (Sustainability)?
